1 Corinthians 12:27

Paul reminds us in his letter to the Corinthians, the twelfth chapter, that we are all members of the body of
Christ. As members we are part of the body that assumes a sense of belonging, a sense of community. As
wonderful as that might seem the reality is not always transferred into our lives in a meaningful way. Each of us
have experienced how it feels to not be welcomed, to not feel a part of a group, and to be left alone outside and
looking in.

This year for Lent my focus will be on overcoming those barriers that stand in our way preventing community.

The barriers that exist are many. Some are barriers of prejudice (Martin Luther King, JR. Day reminds us of this

fact). There are barriers of violence and neglect (family, societal, and nation against nation). And then we have
experienced barriers of ignorance, unbelief, and economic inequity to name a few. These are not unique to our

lives or our present circumstances. These have been part of human history since the beginning of time. Having
said that these barriers can be broken do®@onnthand
attests to that. The life, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ has made this possible. This is a reality in life and

can be reality here in our lives.
