Food for the Homeless  Food will be distributed in Orange County by Lutheran Social Services.

 Born in Sunbury, Ohio, Jonathan Richard Cring is entering his fourth decade of work, inspiring through 
innovative and often humorous creations. 
 In the 1970õs he traveled with a group called SOUL PURPOSE appearing on the PTL Club, Grand Ole 
Opry and was the opening act for Andre Crouch and the Disciples.  He composed the song THE BLOOD OF 
THE SON (Makes us One) as recorded by the Singing Rambos, wrote the popular book THE GOSPEL 
ACCORDING TO COMMON SENSE and raised a family-four wonderful sons. 
 In the 80õs he had a brief stint of teaching college, toured with his family band across the USA and 
Canada and began a career writing novels. 
 In 1991 he settled into Nashville, Tennessee with his family and began the LIFE WITH STYLE radio 
broadcast-1005 shows in the making.  He published I’M …the legend of the son of man and began traveling with 
Janet Clazzy.   More recently, he has become a renowned screenwriter with sixteen feature films to his credit and 
twelve shorts. 
 Janet Clazzy was born in Lenoir City, Tennessee and attended the University of Michigan and South 
Florida before completing her Masters in oboe from Northwestern University.  She has played in the Chicago 
Symphony at Carnegie Hall, The San Jose Symphony and the Shreveport Symphony where she also taught at 
Centenary College.  She is conductor of The Sumner Pops and a composer of movie music.  Joining forces with 
Mr. Cring in 1996, she travels the country ten days a month performing in churches, colleges, schools and 
concert halls.
