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Pastor’s Message 
 
 
As followers of Jesus we have been grasped by the divine love of God and given the promise of His Kingdom. 
We are bound to Christ and call him Lord. Then the question arises: “How is it that we can say, ‘So if the Son of 
Man makes you free, you will be free indeed’?” How can we be bound to Him as our master, and at the same 
time consider ourselves free? 
 
Immigrants coming to a new land came to escape the shackles of religious and political oppression in Europe. 
They found the new land to be a place where they could start fresh and enjoy relative freedom to practice 
religion, as they so desired. Being independent and self-sufficient came to be highly prized goals. Thus it came 
about that our definition of what it means to be free has carried with it the notion that dependence of any kind is 
confining, demeaning, limiting, and unnecessary. One is not free unless one is independent, or so we think. So 
we wonder how it can be that we can be bound to Christ as our master and free at the same time? 
 
The Christian faith confronts this individualistic and egotistical view of freedom. From the perspective of faith 
we discover that dependence upon God in Christ is the source of our life and the basis of any freedom we might 
enjoy. After all, faith fundamentally trusts our Creator and Redeemer for life and human fulfillment. When we 
place our trust in God’s love for us in Christ we are placing ourselves in a relationship that is dependent upon 
God and God’s promise to be faithful to us. The idea that freedom means independence is unmasked as an 
illusory impossibility. 
 
What is ironic is, we can only be free when we give ourselves away. When we become what God intended for us 
to be. In giving ourselves to God, as Paul would say, “dying to self”, we gain our selves. In saying no to our 
desires, to be first, we find life, we find we are truly free.

Include the following items in each health kit:  

• One hand towel, dark color recommended  
• One washcloth, dark color recommended  
• One bath-size bar (4 to 5 oz.) of soap, any brand, in its original wrapping  
• One adult-size toothbrush in its original packaging  
• One sturdy comb, remove packaging  
• One metal nail file or nail clippers with file attached, remove packaging (do not 

substitute cardboard emery boards for the file)  
• Six Band-Aids® (or similar brand), preferably 1/2" to 3/4"; secure together 

with a rubber band  

Do not add other items or leave out any of the items listed. All items should be new and 
in good condition. Wrap smaller items in the washcloth; wrap washcloth and remaining items in 
the towel and tie securely with ribbons or yarn. Do not enclose the kit or any of its contents 
in plastic bags.

Fair Trade is a way to support small-scale farmers and artisans. The goal of Fair Trade is to create more 
equitable trading relationships between producers and consumers as an alternative approach to the 
international trade of many of the items we use or consume on a daily basis. In a world where large 
corporations with poor labor and environmental standards often rule the marketplace, the purchase of 
Fair Trade products helps us to promote sustainable development and support the right of all people to 
work for a decent living.  

Lutheran World Relief promotes Fair Trade through the LWR Coffee, Chocolate and Handcraft Projects. 
Our Fair Trade projects all promote the five major principles of Fair Trade: 

1. a fair price, including a guaranteed minimum price for agricultural products (the world 
market price for a given commodity like coffee or cocoa is often lower than the cost of 
production)  

2. direct trade with cooperatives of small-scale farmers and artisans  
3. affordable advanced credit offered to farmers and artisans  
4. efforts to build long-term trading relationships  
5. practices that promote sustainable agriculture and protect biodiversity
